Official Proceedings of the Stutsman County Commission — February 21, 2017

At 4:30 p.m., Chairman Klose called the regular meeting of the Stutsman County Commission to
order. Dale Marks, Dave Schwartz, Mark T. Klose, and Craig Neys answered the roll call. Denny
Ova was absent.

Corry Shevlin, JSDC addressed the commission regarding ICS’s request to purchase a building
in Medina. Before the building can be sold it has to be appraised. Schwartz made a motion to
sell the building, seconded by Marks. Roll call vote: Marks, Schwartz, Neys and Klose voted
aye. Motion carried.

Mickey Nenow, County Highway Superintendent requested to pick a selection committee for the
County Highway 44 Project North of Woodworth, which includes, Casey Bradley, Dave
Schwartz, Dale Marks, Tyler Michel, and himself. = Neys made a motion to appoint the
committee as discussed, seconded by Marks. Motion carried.

Nenow requested to advertise for the culvert project at Spiritwood Lake, where three (3) forty-
eight inch culverts need replacing. Schwartz made a motion to approve advertising as presented,
seconded by Marks. Motion carried.

Nenow presented a request from the ND DOT for the County to Cost Share Safety Lighting on
State Hwy 281 to redo the turning lanes on the Ypsilanti and Pingree turns. The lighting is LED
lighting and should not cost more than $50/year per light. Schwartz made a motion, seconded by
Neys to approve the request as presented. Roll call vote: Schwartz, Neys, Klose and Dale voted
aye. Motion carried.

Tyler Perleberg, Tax Director addressed the commission regarding an Abatement request by
Troy Thomas, tax payer, but not property owner of Parcel # 82-1001480 in the City of Pingree.
A full re-appraisal was requested for the City of Pingree last summer, but they did not get to this
property. It is a 1974 mobile home and it has been 4-5 years since anyone has lived in the
home. It is in rough shape where water has leaked in and the walls are falling in. It does have an
older, but usable and decent garage. The value on the property was $30,500 and the new
reappraisal value is $8,900. The City of Pingree made a motion to approve the reappraisal value.
A motion was made by Marks, seconded by Neys to concur with the Tax Director with the
reappraised value. Roll call vote: Neys, Klose, Marks and Schwartz voted aye. Motion carried.

Casey Bradley, Auditor/COO presented a Beer and Sunday Beer Permit for Speedway
Concessions and a Beer and Liquor and Special Sunday Alcoholic Beverage Permit for
Jamestown Country Club. A motion to accept the applications as presented was made by
Schwartz, seconded by Neys. Motion carried.

Bradley discussed the Year End Transfers requesting additional funds and budget amendments
for 2016. A full financial report will be available at the next meeting. A motion was made by



Marks to approve the 2016 transfers and budget amendments, seconded by Neys. Roll call vote:
Klose, Marks, Schwartz and Neys voted aye. Motion carried.

A Joint Powers Agreement with South Central Dakota Regional Council (SCDRC) was
presented. A motion was made by Schwartz, seconded by Neys to approve the Joint Powers
Agreement with South Central Dakota Regional Council. Motion carried.

Schwartz made a motion to approve paying the taxable meals and mid-month bills, seconded by
Marks. Roll call vote: Marks, Schwartz, Neys and Klose voted aye. Motion carried.
